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JUDGE LATIMORE: Hi, I’'m Judge Latimore.

MS. PORTOBANCO: Hi, I’'m Celia Lopez-Portobanco.
JUDGE LATIMORE: And you’re listening to 9" Unplugged.
(Music)

JUDGE LATIMORE: Before we get started, tell me your position and the department

you work in.

MS. PORTOBANCO: I’'m a senior court program specialist for family court case

management in Osceola County.
JUDGE LATIMORE: And can you tell me like what does your job entail?

MS. PORTOBANCO: Oh, we case manage all pro se cases, anyone who’s not

represented by an attorney.
JUDGE LATIMORE: All right. So you’re helping people who do not have lawyers?

MS. PORTOBANCO: I was a court clerk with the Clerk’s Office in Osceola County.

JUDGE LATIMORE: Okay, do you remember your very first job?

MS. PORTOBANCO: My very first job, yes. | was 14 years old and | worked at the, oh,

Lord, County Housing Authority.

JUDGE LATIMORE: Okay, and what did you do there?



MS. PORTOBANCO: I was just like a receptionist, secretary type of thing.

JUDGE LATIMORE: Okay. Is there anything that’s most memorable about — at that job

that you take with you?

MS. PORTOBANCO: It was actually my very first job and it was kind of like an
internship. And it kind of felt real for me. | was actually earning money for the first time so | was
proud of the things that I learned, and | was happy to be given that opportunity during the

summer break.
JUDGE LATIMORE: Is there someone in your life who inspires you more than anyone?
MS. PORTOBANCO: My dad.
JUDGE LATIMORE: Tell me about that.
MS. PORTOBANCO: I came to this country when | was 12.
JUDGE LATIMORE: Where did you come from?
MS. PORTOBANCO: Nicaragua.
JUDGE LATIMORE: Okay.
MS. PORTOBANCO: I'm getting a little emotional, I'm sorry.
JUDGE LATIMORE: That’s okay.

MS. PORTOBANCO: And my dad always instilled very good values. He always wanted
me to go to school and become somebody, and he was very strict. So | just love the way | was

raised.



JUDGE LATIMORE: Yes. That’s wonderful. Thank you for sharing that with us. So let
me ask you a couple of questions about your favorites. Who is your favorite singer, musician, or

band?

MS. PORTOBANCO: Oh, my God, | love — I love the 80s music. So I’'m trying to think

of --

JUDGE LATIMORE: So when you’re in your car — let me ask you quickly. When you’re

in your car, what radio station do you have your radio tuned to?

MS. PORTOBANCO: Cinema.

JUDGE LATIMORE: Cinema. Winter or summer?

MS. PORTOBANCO: Summer.

JUDGE LATIMORE: Summer.

MS. PORTOBANCO: Summer.

JUDGE LATIMORE: Okay. What is it that you like so much about the summer?

MS. PORTOBANCO: I like being outdoors. I love going to the beach. I don’t like the

cold weather.

JUDGE LATIMORE: Okay. All right. | will have to agree with you on that very much

so. If you had an opportunity to change your first name, do you have a name you would pick?
MS. PORTOBANCO: | think Anastasia.
JUDGE LATIMORE: Okay, that’s nice.
MS. PORTOBANCO: I think it’s a strong name.

JUDGE LATIMORE: It is. | like the flavor of that too. What is the best compliment

MS. PORTOBANCO: Well, I get one most of the time saying that I’m a sharp dresser so

JUDGE LATIMORE: I wish they could see you now. You are all coordinated from head

to toe, okay.

JUDGE LATIMORE: Yes. Yes. That’s a very —
MS. PORTOBANCO: 1 like to be presentable.

MS. PORTOBANCO: Many things. Oh, my goodness. | started when I had my first
child, and that was back in 1988, | started collecting the Precious Moments.
